I reached 
there by 11 A.M. keeping my fingers crossed and murmuring the 
names of all Gods and Goddesses. When I entered the premises 
I was little disheartened because one of the volunteers said that 
he was not present there. Just then I saw few people entering the 
hall with great enthusiasm and glow on their faces. I could smell 
something and got a strong intuition that it was my day and I am going to make it. I rushed to the book stall and 
bought a book of Sir Ruskin Bond so that I can take an autograph if I am the blessed one. I am adventurous right 
from my childhood. I slowly crept with the distinguished visitors and managed to get inside the hall and Oh! My 
God, he was there. My heart started throbbing like an athlete who has just completed his marathon. We smiled 
at each other and you won’t believe when I bent down to take his blessings it was like a dream for me. Can you 
just imagine, Sir Ruskin Bond sitting in front of me and I interacting with him.

Here is the short interview taken by me. 

Me: 	Good morning Sir, I just can’t believe that you 
are sitting in front of me! 

Sir: 	It’s my pleasure. 
Me: 	Sir I want to ask some questions about you and 

your work that always creeps over my mind. 
Sir: 	Certainly, Why not?
Me: 	You have been a prolific writer. What do you 

mostly prefer to write, Short stories or Novels?
Sir: 	When you write a novel you have to live with the 

characters for a long time, so I prefer to write 
short stories. 

Me: 	Where do you find ideas for your stories?
Sir: 	A lot of my stories are portraits of people living 

in my environment and people those who come 
into my contact.

Me: 	Who is your inspiration or role model?
Sir: 	I was an avid reader of Hugh Walpole and 

Charles Dickens. I liked David Copperfield. I also 
read Indian writers like Rabindranath Tagore, 
Mulkraj Anand and RK Narayan.  

Me: 	As I am teaching English to the adolescents,  
I would like to know what advice you would like 
to give to the aspiring writers.

Sir: 	The more you read, the more you write and the 
better you will write. So – Keep at it! 

Me: 	Most of your stories are for children, what 
amused you the most, writing stories for 
children or novels?

Sir: 	When I was young I preferred writing romantic 
stories then after that I chose to be a story teller  
for the children so I started writing short stories 
for children .

light and sound show at the Cellular Jail 'Kaala 
Pani'. It was a 50 mins show and was
